You and Your MONEY Workshop, Part II, was held as part of Financial Fortitude, the current Economic Development Program Initiative of Delta Sigma Theta Sorority, Inc.


The Financial Fortitude Initiative is comprised of ten components and provides a collaboration of information from the FDIC, the National Endowment for Financial Education and other well-known financial institutions. The initiative help members of the sorority spread financial education throughout their local communities.


This event was designed to promote financial literacy in the community. The primary goal was to enhance their financial skills and foster financial stability for individuals, families, and entire communities. This program consisted of presented material, individual activities, and group discussion and collaboration through hands-on activities.
